1．3.5+1 LLM项目
3.5+1 Dual Degree Program. This program will be offered to students who are pursuing anundergraduate degree in law at SISU. The program will allow students to pursue an LL.M. degree during the last year of their undergraduate degree at SISU. At the time of application for this Dual Degree Program, students must have completed at least two years (four semesters) of their course work toward their undergraduate degree in law at SISU. At the time of participation in this Dual Degree Program, students must have completed at least three and a half years (seven semesters) of their course work toward their degree in law at SISU. Students selected for this program will complete at least two (2), but no more than three (3), semesters in residence at UMKC. During the residence at UMKC students will complete at least twenty-four (24) credit hours of the LL.M. program courses. UMKC School of Law will confer an LL.M. degree upon those participants of the Dual Degree Program who successfully complete twenty-four (24) credit hours, with at least a passing grade or better, and who satisfy other degree requirements of the LL.M. program, as determined by UMKC School of Law. UMKC School of Law will confer an LL.M. degree on the participants of this Dual Degree Program upon or after successful completion of all degree requirements of their undergraduate degree in law at SISU, and upon SISU conferring an undergraduate degree in law on such students. 
2. 3+3 JD项目

3+3 Dual Degree Program. This program will be offered to students who are pursuing an undergraduate degree in law at SISU. The program will allow students to pursue a professional J.D. degree from UMKC School of Law in addition to their undergraduate degree in law from SISU. At the time of application for this Dual Degree Program, students must have completed at least two years (four semesters) of their course work toward their degree in law at SISU. At the time of participation in this Dual Degree Program, students must have completed at least three years (six semesters) of their course work toward their undergraduate degree in law at SISU, and must have completed the equivalent of 90 credit hours of work according to the customary U.S. standards for undergraduate education. Students selected for this program will complete at least six (6), but no more than seven (7) semesters in residence at UMKC. During their residence at UMKC students will complete ninety-one (91) credit hours of the course work of the J.D. program. UMKC School of Law may in its discretion transfer up to ten (10) credit hours earned by a student during the undergraduate degree in law at SISU upon review of the application documents, thus reducing the number of credit hours required to complete the J.D. degree to eighty-one (81).SISU may, in its discretion, count up to ten (10) credit hours earned by a student during the J.D. program at UMKC towards the undergraduate degree in law at SISU. UMKC School of Law will confer aJ.D. degree on the participants of this Dual Degree Program upon or after successful completion of all degree requirements of their undergraduate degree in law at SISU, and upon SISU conferring an undergraduate degree in law on such students.

Tuition, Eligibility and Application Requirements for the Students Participating in the Dual Degree Programs
1) Students from the SISUSchool of Law will be considered for admission to UMKC School of Law for the 3.5+1 and 3+3 Dual Degree Programs based on undergraduate grade point average, standardized English proficiency test (TOEFL or IELTS) scores, and other documents and criteria as specified in this Section below. The following terms and conditions will apply to the applicants from SISU: 
a. Every applicant must meet all UMKC application criteria as defined in the UMKC Catalog for international students in effect at the time of their application.  Standard admission requirements include the UMKC School of Law application form, application fee, official TOEFL or IELTS scores, official transcripts from all post-secondary educational institutions attended, letter(s) of recommendation, resume, and financial support documentation.
b. Every applicant to the 3.5+1 and 3+3 Dual Degree Programs must have the minimum undergraduate grade point averageof 3.0 as determined and certified by SISU. 
c. Every applicant to the 3.5+1 Dual Degree Program must meet the minimum English proficiency requirement of 80 on the TOEFL iBT or 6.0 on the IELTS. 
d. Every applicant to the 3+3 Dual Degree Program must meetthe minimum English proficiency requirement of 100 on the TOEFL iBT or 7.5 on the IELTS and must attain a Law School Admissions Test (“LSAT”) score of at least the median score of the J.D. students admitted by UMKC School of Law in the previous year (the median LSAT for the class entering UMKC in Fall 2013 was 152). 
e. English evaluation will be done on arrival of a student if the TOEFL score of such student is less than 575 PBT/90 IBT or if the IELTS score is less than 6.5.  Students who do not meet minimum standards on the English evaluation may be required to complete English courses before proceeding into UMKC School of Law coursework.
2) Students participating in the Dual Degree Programs will be responsible for payment of tuition and fees as approved from time to time by the Board of Curators of the University of Missouri for the LL.M. program and J.D. programs respectively subject to subsection 3 below.
3) To promote the partnership and provide greater access to SISU students, UMKC School of Law agrees to award each student from SISU in the Dual Degree Programs a scholarship of at least $10,000 per year to be applied on a proportional basis (by credit hour) to reduce the out-of-state tuition. UMKC School of Law may award as much as $15,000 per yearto an individual student from SISU in the Dual Degree Programs in its discretion based on the strength of the in-coming credentials (undergraduate grade point average, grade point average in law courses, recommendation(s), TOEFL or IELTS score, and English proficiency as determined in a personal interview with the student, personal essays, and, where applicable, LSAT score).

3. 单向自费项目（一学期）
1) Study Abroad Program would allow students from SISUto visit UMKC School of Lawfor one (1) semester during their undergraduate degree studies. 
2) During the semester in residence at UMKC, SISU students will enroll in nine (9) credit hours of law courses. All students participating in the Study Abroad Program will enroll in the required courses listed and described in Schedule A to this Articulation Agreement. Students will also enroll in one of the elective courses listed and described in more detail Schedule A to this Articulation Agreement.Students can enroll in other elective courses from the J.D. curriculum available at the time the students are in residence upon approval of their academic advisors from both SISU School of Law and UMKC School of Law. 

3) SISUSchool of Law will identify students who are interested in participating in the Study Abroad Program as described in this Section III and inform them of terms and conditions of this Articulation Agreement between SISUSchool of Law and UMKC School of Law. SISU and UMKC will cooperate to make sure that these students meet the admission requirements of the UMKC Law School as stated in Section V below.

Tuition, Eligibility and Application Requirements for the Students Participating in the Study Abroad Program

1) Students participating in the Study Abroad Program will have to complete academic requirements of at least two (2) years of their undergraduate degree in law at SISU prior to applying to the Study Abroad Program.
2) Students from the SISUSchool of Law will be considered for admission to UMKC School of Law for Study Abroad Program by UMKC School of Law based on undergraduate grade point average, standardized English proficiency test (TOEFL or IELTS) scores, and other documents and criteria as specified in this Section below). The following terms and conditions will apply to the applicants for the Study Abroad Program from SISU: 

a. Every applicant must meet all UMKC application criteria as defined in the UMKC Catalog for international students in effect at the time of their application.  Standard admission requirements include the UMKC School of Law application form, application fee, official TOEFL or IELTS scores, official transcripts from all post-secondary educational institutions attended, letter(s) of recommendation, resume, and financial support documentation.
b. A minimum cumulative undergraduate grade point average of 3.0 as determined and certified by SISU. 
c. A minimum English proficiency requirement of 80 on the TOEFL iBT or 6.0 on the IELTS. 
3) Students participating in the Study Abroad Program will be responsible for payment of the tuition and fees in accordance with the payment schedule determined by UMKC for the one (1) semester that they spend in residence at UMKC. 

4) The tuition and fees rate for the Study Abroad program will be based on the out-of-state tuition and fees rate as approved from time to time by the Board of Curators of the University of Missouri for the Juris Doctor (J.D.) program. Student in the Study Abroad program will be provided with a scholarship/fee waiver to reduce fees paid; UMKC will provide each student approved for the program at least $4000 in scholarship/fee waiver, and perhaps more depending on the quality of the student and the number of students coming to UMKC from SISU to be determined in the discretion of UMKC. 

5) UMKC School of Law will liaise with the UMKC Residential Life office to provide access to on-campus housing for the students participating in the Study Abroad Program. Information about on-campus housing accommodations is available at: http://www.umkc.edu/housing/. Rates and amenities for the on-campus housing are specified at http://www.umkc.edu/housing/rates.asp. UMKC School of Law will inform every participant of the Study Abroad Program of the availability and cost of various accommodation options upon admission into the program. 

4. 法律英语暑期培训项目

Legal English Workshop 
Description 

1) Legal English Workshop is a four-week program offered by the UMKC School of Law during the summer months.  Pursuant to the partnership and this Articulation Agreement, students from SISU law department may participate in the Legal English Workshop. The workshop seeks to improve participant’s overall English language skills within the legal context, to enhance participant’s English legal vocabulary and improve reading comprehension of complex English legal texts and judicial decisions, and to refine the participant’s legal writing skills by practice in summarizing and outlining legal reading assignments.

Tuition, Eligibility and Application Requirements for the Students Participating in the Legal English Workshop 
1) Students from the SISUSchool of Law can apply to participate in the Legal English Workshop. The following terms and conditions will apply to the applicants for the Legal English Workshop from SISU: 
a. Every applicant must meet all UMKC application criteria as defined in the UMKC application for the Legal English Workshop in use at the time of their application.  Standard admission requirements include the application form, a seat deposit, certification of academic standing and English ability from SISU, and financial support documentation.
b. A minimum English proficiency requirement of the equivalent of 70 on the TOEFL iBT or 5.0 on the IELTScertified by SISU School of Law or through test scores or their functional equivalent. 
2) Students participating in the Legal English Workshop will be responsible for payment of the tuition and fees determined by UMKC School of Law for the Legal English Workshop. 
3) The cost of participation in the Legal English Workshop will be determined by UMKC School of Law on an annual basis. UMKC will provide a discount to be negotiated between SISU and UMKC School of Law every year. The discount will be no less than twenty (20) per cent, but no more than thirty (30) per cent of the participation cost.  

以上项目的申请以及录取过程
1) For all programs, students will make formal application to UMKC by April 1 for study during the Fall or Summer semester. For the Dual Degree Programs and the Study Abroad Program students can apply by September 1 for study during the Spring semester of the upcoming year.  These are UMKC's priority application deadlines; applications received after these dates will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
2) Students will follow the application procedures established by UMKC which are outlined in Sections II, III and IV above.  Additionally, UMKC will issue requisite Student and Exchange Visitor Information System (SEVIS) I-20 forms to admitted students.  
3) Students interested in participating in the 3.5+1and Study Abroad Program shall complete the LL.M. application form available at: http://law.umkc.edu/pdfs/llm-international-application.pdf . In addition to the application form, students shall enclose all the application documents, listed in the checklist contained in the form. 
4) Students interested in participating in the 3+3 Dual Degree Program will request an application form from the Associate Director of the LL.M. program. In addition to the application form, students shall enclose all the application documents, listed in the checklist contained in the form.

5) Students interested in participating in the Legal English Workshop program shall request the application form from the Associate Director of the LL.M. program for International Students. In addition to the completed form, students shall submit other application documents, as listed in section IV.2(1) above.   

6) Students will send their completed applications to the Associate Director of the LL.M. Program for International Students. Once the documents are received and reviewed, UMKC will contact the students to schedule an interview to be held via SKYPE or telephone. Students will be notified of the admission decision within three (3) weeks of the interview. 

7) Students participating in the Dual Degree and Study Abroad Programs, as well as those participating in the Legal English Workshop, shall be informed in writing by SISU that:

a. Neither UMKC, nor SISU will be held liable or responsible for the failure of a student to obtain or retain a student visa;
b. All expenses are the individual student’s responsibility.
